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‘WEED ABATEMENT COMPLETED

CLS Landscape has completed ’
the mandatory weed abatement *
as required by the Fire '
Department. This abatement
must be completed by June 1% of each
year.

CLS Landscaping removed dead tree
limbs and weeds from the slope areas
around the property.

The Fire Dept. will usually inspect the
property around the deadline and lets
management know if there are still
issues the Fire Dept. wants resolved.
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NEW POOL FURNITURE ABUSED

We do not know why it was done, but
one of the new tables at the pool was
broken. The frame of the table was bent
and the glass top was completely
broken.

We hope that residents realize this
furniture is supposed to be used to place
items on, not stand on or jump on or
throw in the pool or spa. It is, after all
your money that is paying for it.

We know how popular the pool and spa
is at Shadow Oaks and we are doing our
best to make sure all of the equipment
and furniture is in good shape so you
can continue to enjoy the pool. But, we
need your help in keeping it nice. If you
see anyone abusing pool and spa
privileges, and you know who they are
or where they live, report them to
management.

Off-site owners are reminded that they
are responsible for the behavior of their
tenants and anyone their tenants bring
to the pool and spa.

Users of the pool and spa are reminded
of rules # 11 on page 12 of the rules:

“A reasonable number of guests may be
brought to the pool areas. However,
courtesy to residents takes priority.
Residents may not bring so many guests
as to infringe upon others’ access and
use of the pool areas. The Board
reserves the right to determine a
“reasonable” number.

A good rule of thumb is if you are
hosting parties at the pool, whether it is
for children or adults, you are probably
infringing on other residents use of the
pool. If these parties or gatherings
prevent other residents from enjoying
the pool this summer, the Board will
feel compelled to specify an exact
number of guests to be allowed. The
Board can do so anytime this summer.

We hope all residents will exercise
courtesy at the pool and not try and
intimidate others so they can get their
own way. Have fun and please make it a
safe summer at the pool.

CiviL CODE §4041, MEMBER
CONTACT INFORMATION

It is important to keep the HOA
informed of your phone number, email,
mailing address (if different) and
information on your tenants (if
applicable), in case of emergency, and
to keep you up to date with what is
going on in Shadow Oaks. It is also now
part of California Civil Code. Tenant
newsletters are emailed. The registration
form is on the webpage.
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An owner of a separate interest shall, on
an annual basis, provide written notice to
the association of all of the following:

1. The address or addresses to which
notices from the association are to be
delivered.

2. An alternate or secondary address to
which notices from the association are
to be delivered.

3. The name and address of the owner’s
legal representative, if any, including
any person with power of attorney or
other person who can be contacted in
the event of the owner’s extended
absence from the separate interest.

4. Whether the separate interest is owner-
occupied, is rented out, if the parcel is
developed but vacant, or if the parcel is
undeveloped land.

The association shall solicit these annual
notices of each owner and, at least 30 days
prior to making its own required
disclosure under Section 5300, shall enter
the data into its books and records.

If an owner fails to provide the notices set
forth in paragraphs 1) and 2) the last
address provided in writing by the owner
or, if none, the property address shall be
deemed to be the address to which notices
are to be delivered.
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PooL HEATER ON SOON!

The Shadow Oaks pool will be
heated and fully operational for the
Memorial Day weekend, which
begins Friday, May 25th. We wiill
make every attempt to have the
temperature at the same toasty
temperature it was set at last year!

We remind residents that the pool
hours are 7:00 am to 10:00 pm.
Please keep in mind that if you are
using the pool as early as 7:00 am or
as late as 9:30 pm, there are some
nearby folks who may be in bed.
Please keep the noise to a minimum
to avoid disturbing others. Residents
are also warned not to use the pool
and spa at other than posted hours.

Please also adhere to all of the other
rules (available on the webpage),
some of which we include here:

e There is no lifeguard on duty. Use
pool and spa at your own risk.

* No pet is ever allowed inside the
pool and spa fence. Violators will
be charged the cost of draining,
cleaning and refilling the pool/spa,
and will also be assessed a fine.

e Gate must be kept closed at all
times! It is a safety hazard for the
gates to be kept unlocked or open.

Enjoy the amenities, but please be
safe.

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WATER METER PROJECT ON
HoLD:; UTILITY AuDIT TO BE
DONE

At this time, the Board has chosen
to table the anticipated water meter
replacement project. The
Association has not found a cost
effective way to implement the
project, so it is on hold.

To ensure that Shadow Oaks is
being billed correctly for all its
utilities, the Board approved the
hiring of Pacific Utility Audit
(PUC) to conduct a thorough
analysis.

PUC not only examines the billing,
but they compare it to the actual
on-site equipment. For example; if
the water bill indicates the
Association is being billed an
amount of money for a 4” line,
PUC actually goes on-site to see if
there really is a 4” line. They will
locate every utility meter, street
light, trash bin, etc. billed to the
client, and verifies that it belongs to
the client, as well as its use, size,
multiplier, lumen rating, etc. is
being billed correctly.

And, what does this service cost,
you ask? No out of pocket expense
to Shadow Oaks. If savings are
found, PUC is paid 50% of the
savings for 3 years. Shadow Oaks
gets the other 50%, then the rest of
the savings for life!

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PLEASE MAIL IN OR HAND
IN YOUR BALLOT!

Annual Meeting ballots were
mailed out to owners in mid-February,
30 days before the Annual Meeting.

We need at least 51% of the Shadow
Oaks owners to vote those ballots and
return them in the postage paid
envelope provided, in time for the
March 15, 2018 Annual Meeting. If
you don’t have time to mail it, you
may bring your ballot to the clubhouse
on the night of the meeting. You don’t
even have to stay for the meeting, just
drop off the envelope and run! If you
are not positive you will make the
meeting, it is always better to just mail
the envelope in soon enough for it to
arrive in time for the meeting.

Please make sure after you vote the
ballot, you put it in the blue envelope,
seal it and place the blue envelope
inside the white (postage paid)
envelope. Then seal and sign it.

Don’t put your monthly dues payment
in the postage paid envelope! There is
no guarantee that envelope will be
opened in a timely manner, which
would then generate late fees and
interest charges on your account.

SOME RESIDENTS CAUSING
NEGATIVE IMPACT IN

\ SHADOW OAKS

Playing ball in the streets and common
areas — this activity is dangerous
because of traffic. It is also damaging
to lights as several light globes have
been broken. If you or a guest or
someone else from your unit breaks a
light, the right thing to do is to offer to
pay to replace it.

Dumping large items in the dumpster
areas — dumping your old mattress in a
dumpster area under the cover of
darkness may seem like a great idea,
but it is not because all other owners
have to pay for the pickup of your
items. You may think that sounds ok
because it is less expensive than you
paying for it, but this type of thinking
leads to increased dues for all owners.
The trash company levies a minimum
$25 fee on each item left. It is safe to
say that other owners do not appreciate
having to shoulder the cost of
removing someone else’s trash. Again,

arrange to have your own items picked
up. Call Waste Management at (800)
675-1171 to make arrangements.

UPDATE ON INDIVIDUAL
WATER METERS

As previously reported, the Board and
their construction manager have been
investigating the possibility of

replacing the water meters currently
located in each water heater closet.

The purpose of replacing the meters
would be to make the meters active,
then we could have someone read the
meters so that each unit (owner) can be
billed for their own actual water usage.

The way the water billing is currently
handled is all water usage for all units
is currently paid by the HOA. Of
course, owners pay for water through
their monthly dues. Billing units
separately and for their own actual
usage would encourage water
conservation and may actually save the
HOA money.

The ideal scenario that the
construction manager was pursuing
involved having Oak Park Water
Service purchase and install the new
meters. OPWS would then read the
meters just as they do for their existing
clients. It seemed that OPWS was very
interested in partnering with Shadow
Oaks when this possibility was first
raised. All of a sudden, they stopped
talking to the construction manager.
Many unreturned attempts at
contacting them later (including
sending an email to the OPWS board
chairman), we have to face the fact that
for some unknown reason they are no
longer interested in working with
Shadow Oaks on this project.

As an alternative, the Board tasked
Anchor Community Management with
contacting an attorney and asking him
or her to do a ‘light review’ of a
proposal from a metering company.
Going with an outside metering
company would accomplish what the
Board wished to accomplish, but
would cut into the savings on HOA
water costs that the Board was hoping
to realize because those companies
take a cut of the billing. More research
is on-going. We will keep you posted.
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ANNUAL MEETING SCHEDULED

FOR MARCH \1/

The 2018 Shadow Oaks =
Annual Meeting is e
scheduled for Thursday, March 15.
Each year, all 5 positions of the Board
are up for election and any Shadow
Oaks owner in good standing may run
for a position.

In order to become a Board member,
you must be a Shadow Oaks owner
(on title) and you must be a member
in good standing (no outstanding
balance or violations).

The meeting notice and nomination
form were sent in January to owners.
If you wish to run for a position on
the Board, please submit your
nomination form no later than
February 12 so your name can be
included on the ballot.

Thirty days before the Annual
Meeting, a ballot will be mailed out to
all owners. At least 51% of the
owners must return their ballot or
show up at the meeting in order for a
quorum to be established and a
meeting to be held. A postage paid
envelope will even be included!

Please do not return your monthly
dues payment in the envelope as it
will be late March at the earliest
before the envelope is opened, and
you will receive a late charge for your
payment not arriving on time.

Presuming we receive enough ballots
to hold the meeting, we would
appreciate a couple of other residents
coming to the clubhouse to count the
ballots.

STATUS OF WATER £
METER PROJECT

This project is in the research stage.
The Board is going to meet with at
least one sub-metering company to
see how they can help implement
individual water meter reading. These
companies typically take a percentage
money the HOA wiill collect from
owners for their individual water
usage (vs. the HOA paying the entire
water bill as it does now). This is not
as attractive as having Oak Park
Water do the meter installations. Our

construction manager has not been
successful in getting an answer from
Oak Park Water, but he is still
working on it.

While some individual owners may
not prefer to be billed for the water
use in their units, many are thrilled
about this idea. When we are
successful in getting this project done,
there will be a tremendous savings to
the HOA budget, which could mean
good news for all Shadow Oaks
owners.

CHECK YOUR HOA AuTo DEBIT

If you signed up to have your HOA
monthly dues paid by auto debit
through Mutual of Omaha, you are
reminded that it does not last forever.
Mutual of Omaha advises those
payments expire after 3 years, so you
will need to go on line and confirm
your payment amount is correct and
to reactivate the debit so your
payments will continue.

Mutual of Omaha sends out an email
reminder when your auto debit is
expiring. Please don’t ignore that
reminder as doing so could cost you
late fees and interest charges.

The roads in Shadow Oaks are not
safe for anyone to use for playing,
biking, running or any other such
activity. The roads are for driving.

Residents and visitors sometimes
drive too fast and probably won’t see
people when they come into the
streets from their units or from the
trash areas.

We are trying to avoid the killing or
maiming someone due to reckless
driving and speeding. An insurance
claim for this could lead to a
judgement against the HOA which, in
turn could lead to a special
assessment (again).

Please drive safely, and please do not
use the roads for recreational use.
Advise your guests and your family to
slow down in Shadow Oaks!
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CHECK YOUR PATIO DRAINS

This is the time of year we remind
Shadow Oaks owners and residents
to hire an expert (a plumber is a
good place to start) to come out
and check their patio drains to
make sure they are clear. We are
taking this opportunity to remind
everyone again of this very
important job.

Those drains in the
patio/courtyard areas between the
garages and the unit are the
exclusive use of the owners and are
the owners’ responsibility to
maintain. Because we never know
how much rain we will receive in
any one season, we strongly
encourage owners, both off-site and
on-site, to arrange for this drain to
be cleaned. Dirt, little rocks, and
any kind of debris could be sitting
in your patio drain which can
cause it to back up.

If your yard starts to back up with
rain and you call management, you
will be assessed the entire price of
an emergency call for a plumber. It
will probably be less money if you
were to take preventative action at
this time to ensure the drain does
not back up, than wait for it to
become an emergency.

The HOA is responsible for the
gutters and downspouts, and has
them cleaned as well.

How To DisPOSE OF YOUR
CHRISTMAS TREE

When you are ready to dispose of
your Christmas tree, simply
remove all decorations and the tree
stand. Then, cut the tree in (at
least) half and put in the recycle

dumpster.

Flocked trees will also be accepted,
if they are cut in 4’ sections and
placed in the regular dumpsters.

Do not leave trees next to the
dumpster as it will cost the HOA
extra money to have them
removed. If the dumpster nearest
to you is getting full, please deposit
your tree in another dumpster that
isn’t full.

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GUTTERS To BE CLEANED ‘

The Board has approved the hiring of
Tri-Counties Power Washing to once
again clean the Shadow Oaks gutters.

PROJECT IN THE
WORKS AND COMPLETED

2 of 4 scheduled balconies have been
rebuilt, as needed. There are still a
couple of other balconies that will
need attention in the future and TCA
Services will get to the after the first of
the New Year.

Balconies are very expensive to
rebuild, and do not last forever. Their
cost is one of the reasons so much
money has to be put aside in reserves
(to continually fund them).

Also, completed is the cement curb
under the pool fence. This was not
something the HOA wanted; it was

something the County required.

On the docket is the trimming of some
trees in Shadow Oaks. 141 trees on the
interior of the property (vs. the slopes)
are scheduled to be trimmed on
December 4". Their crowns will be
thinned and they will be trimmed to
clear buildings. The trees to be
trimmed are bottlebrush, carrot wood,
mayten, Carolina Cherry, Sycamore,
Magnolia, Oleander, Camphor,
Eucalyptus, Crepe Myrtle, birch,
Chinese EIm and loquats. Pine trees
are not on the list this year.

It will be noisy and dirty during
trimming time. The workers try to
clean up after themselves, but there is
always some residual debris. If you
see a major mess they left, let
management know during
regular business hours, please.  =#*
PROGRESS BEING MADE ON |
WATER METERS

Alfie, owner of ABC Builds who was
hired to act as the construction
manager for finding a way to replace
the individual water meters and to
come up with a plan on how they can
be read and the owners billed
individually, has made progress. He
presented the Board with a report with
several options: 1) hiring a plumber to
install meters that the HOA can have
read (either conventionally or
electronically) and invoiced, or 2) hire
a 3" party meter installation, reading
& billing service, or 3) have Oak Park
Water Service install the meters and
find someone to read them, with
management billing owners.

Billing the owner of each unit for their
own water usage will save the HOA
money. We think a lot of money.
The way it stands now, the HOA
receives one bill and pays it for all
units from the monthly assessments
collected. It will be much fairer for
each owner to pay for their actual
usage, whether the unit is tenant
occupied or owner occupied.

The Board is hoping that the
successful conclusion of this project
can result in the monthly assessments
being lowered.
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ANY ACTIVITY TAKING
PLACE IN THE STREET IS
NoT A GooD IDEA

People of all ages are reminded that
playing in the streets or conducting
any activity in the streets (other than
vehicle traffic) is potentially life
threatening.

We’ve had several near death
scenarios play out on those streets,
involving games being played, bikes
and skateboards darting in and out of
traffic, and dogs almost being hit
because owners walk them in the
streets.

There are several parks and trails in
Oak Park, some nearby that can
accommodate all kinds of activities
for all ages, such as bike riding,
hiking, playing ball and dog walking.
They are in safe areas where vehicle
traffic is not an issue. Please consider
using them for your activities.

Off-site owners are responsible for
the activities of their tenants.
Management emails this newsletter
each month to tenants whose owner
has registered them (including an
email address).

LL I"M INSURANCE PoLicy (H06)

Why should a unit owner carry
insurance coverage if the Association
has a Master Policy? Answer:
because individual owners have
certain exposures that the Master
Policy DOES NOT cover. Below,
we show the basic coverages that
every unit owner should consider.
This coverage is offered by a number
of different insurers and is often
referred to as a “Condo Owners
Policy” or HOG.

Personal Property Coverage — This
section of the individual unit owner’s
policy protects your personal property
within your home, such as electronics,
clothing & furniture from damage or
loss caused by specific perils.

Building Property Coverage — This
portion of the unit owner’s policy
protects certain structural features of
your unit, such as interior fixtures,
floor coverings, built in appliances,

cabinets & countertops. In some cases,
these items may be covered under the
Master Policy. It is very important that
you know if coverage is extended
under the Master Policy.

Personal Liability Coverage —
Provides coverage for bodily injury or
property damage for which you may be
held legally responsible. This could
involve occurrences inside your home
as well as incidents arising from your
personal activities.

Additional Living Expenses -
Intended to cover expenses accrued if
your unit becomes unlivable due to a
covered loss. Payments could be made
for housing, eating expenses, etc. There
is normally a time and dollar limitation
set for this coverage.

Loss Assessment Coverage — This
portion of the individual unit owner’s
policy covers your share of an
assessment made for bodily injury or
property damage for which your
Association’s policy either doesn’t
provide coverage or is under-insured
for such loss. It is important to know
that this coverage will seldom respond
to assessments made for capital
improvements such as re-roofing,
painting or re-paving.

It should be noted that the Master
Insurance Policy will most likely
have a fairly large deductible for any
type of property damage. In many
cases, an owner making a claim
against the Master Policy will be
responsible for that deductible
amount. Your individual
agent/broker should be consulted
about protection to cover this
potential exposure.
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PooL HEATER TURNED OFF

The pool heater was turned off for
the season as of Monday, October
9™, We would love to keep it heated
year round, but it is too expensive to
do so. As always, the spa remains
heated year round.

WATER SPIGOTS To BE LOCKED

In an effort to curb water usage,
hoses attached to water spigots in the
common area will be disconnected
and the spigots themselves will be
locked. Disconnected hoses will be
left in the common area for a couple
of weeks, then disposed of.

The common area landscaping does
not need additional watering. Most
of it is on drip irrigation so it receives
plenty of water.

2018 BUDGET APPROVED

The Board approved the 2018 budget
which contains a $16 per month
increase in the dues.

About $3.00 of that increase will go
to reserve funding. The remainder of
the increase will be used to off-set the
increasing cost of water.

The Board has saved money by
installing drought tolerant
landscaping, but that savings is being
absorbed by the continuing rise of
water costs.

The Board has asked management to
research how the Association can get
to the point where individual units
are billed for their own water usage.
As it stands now, the Association
pays the water bill for every unit, as
well as the landscaping water. With
the Association paying the entire
water bill, residents don’t have a
direct incentive to conserve in their
own usage. If we can get to the point
where every unit is directly billed, it
will be fairer for all.
